ENGLISH:

Introduction
The organization of recreational sports events is based on the principles of respect,

participation, and fair play. Although such events are not of a professional nature, it is

necessary to establish a clear framework of rules and procedures in order to:

v' protect the integrity of the competition,

v' prevent incidents of violence, unsportsmanlike conduct, or cheating,

v'ensure that all participants enjoy a fair and safe experience.

This Regulation defines the functioning of the Disciplinary Procedure, the competent bodies,

and the sanctions applied in cases of rule violations.

Article 1 — Disciplinary Committee

A Disciplinary Committee shall be established, serving as the independent body for
handling integrity and disciplinary matters.

The Committee shall consist of three (3) to five (5) members appointed by the
Organizer.

Composition (at minimum):

o One legal expert or specialist in regulatory matters.

o Onerepresentative of the Organizer.

o Oneindependent member (e.g., academic, advisor, NGO representative).
The work of the Committee is voluntary, without financial compensation, and is
based on contributing to the integrity and prestige of the event.

Responsibilities:

o Examine and assess complaints.

o Investigate incidents.

o Impose sanctions.

Article 2 — Types of Violations
Violations are categorized as follows:

Unsportsmanlike Conduct: verbal or physical violence, lack of respect towards
opponents or referees.

Violation of Competition Rules: deliberate actions that distort the result.

Doping: use of prohibited substances.

Safety & Decency: behaviors that endanger health, safety, or the reputation of the
event.

Other Violations: failure to comply with instructions, regulations, or decisions of
officials.



Article 3 — Complaint Procedure

Participants and stakeholders may file a complaint:
e |nwriting (form or email),
e Orally to an event official,
e Anonymously via a desighated channel (e.g., online form).

Each complaintis recorded in a special Incident Register.
The Committee examines whetherthe complaintis valid and whether an investigation should
proceed.

Article 4 — Investigation Procedure
1. Collection of evidence (referee reports, photos, videos, testimonies).
2. Classification of the seriousness of the violation (minor — serious - very serious).
3. Invitation of the person involved for explanations (hearing).
4. lIssuance of a decision within a reasonable timeframe (usually 5 days).

Article 5 — Rights of Involved Parties
e Tobeinformed of the complaint.
e To presenttheirviews.
e Tosubmitevidence.
e To have the right to appeal to a second instance.

Article 6 — Sanctions
Sanctions are imposed according to the principle of proportionality:

1. Minor violations (e.g., verbal confrontation):
o Warning (verbal or written).
2. Serious violations (e.g., violent behavior, cheating):
o Disqualification from the competition.
o Exclusion from the remainder of the event.
3. Very serious violations (e.g., use of substances, intent to cause harm):
o Prohibition of participation in future events.
o Notification of competent authorities.

Article 7 — Appeal
¢ Anydecision may be appealed within 48 hours.
e Appeals are reviewed by a second independent committee or by the Organizer.
e The appeal decisionis final.



Article 8 — Publication of Decisions
1. Decisions are communicated to the person concerned and to the Organizer.
2. In serious cases, they may be made public for transparency purposes, without

disclosing personal data.

Article 9 — Final Provisions

o Participation in the event requires full and unconditional acceptance of this

Regulation.
e The Organizer reserves the right to update the Regulation.
Any matter not explicitly provided for shall be regulated by the Organizer based on

the principles of justice and fair play.
